No. F-3-147-2010-XXXII.—In exercise of the
powers conferred by Section 85 read with sub-section (3)
of Section 24 of the Madhya Pradesh Nagar Tatha Gram
Nivesh Adhiniyam, 1973 (No. 23 of 1973), the State
Government, hereby, makes the following further
amendments in the Madhya Pradesh Bhumi Vikas Rules,
1984 the same has been previously published in the
Madhya Pradesh Gazette, Part IV (C) dated 24th
September, 2010 as required by sub-section (1) of Section
85 of the said Act.—

AMENDMENT
In the said rules,—

1. Inrule 2, after clause (2), the following clause shall
be inserted, namely :(—

“(2a) “Affordable Ilousing Project” means a project
for construction of dwlelling units/flats for
economically weaker Sections and lower
income groups by Government agencies
and private developers with concessions
as prescribed in Appendix MA;.

2. After rule, 94, the following rule shall be inserted,
namely :(—

“94 A. Affordable Housing Projects.—
Notwithstanding anything contained in
these rules, the affordable housing projects
to be taken up by Government agencies
and private developers shall satisfy the
conditions laid down in Appendix MA for
the model. The provisions and facilities
shall be as given in appendix MA”.

3. After Appendix M, the following Appendix shall be
inserted, namely :—

“APPENDIX MA
Affordable Housing Projects

1. The provisions and facilities in Affordable Housing
Projects shall be as follows :—

(1) The built up area of a house for.—(a) Economically
Weaker Section category-30 sq. m. to 39 sq. m.

(b) Lower Income Group category-40 sq. m. to
58 sq. m.

(2) The income ceiling for.— (a) Economically Weaker
Section upto Rs. 5000 per month; and

(b) Lower Income Group from Rs. 5001 to 10,000
per month

or as specified by Hudco or Government of India
from time to time.

(3) Space for parking and community activities will be
available at ground floor level.

(4) The beneficiary shall be allowed to sell the dwelling
unit only after 15 years of taking possession.

(5) the dwelling unit shall have to be surrendered to
the Government agencies before expiry of 15
years, in case the allottee wants to sell the
dwelling unit.

(6) Houses shall be insured for 15 years by the
developer.

(7) the rules of Resident Welfare Association and other
general rules shall be binding on the beneficiaries.

(8) The Government agencies and private developer
will get incentives as per chosen model given in
clause (2) along with special incentives for
implementation of the above said project.

(9) The Government agencies and private developers
may avail the benefit of the subsidy available for
Economically Weaker Section / Lower Income
Group housing under the Jawaharlal Nehru
National Urban Renewal Mission as per
guidelines of the Government of India.

(10) Commercial usage.—The percentage of
commercial land use in any residential layout
shall be as follows :—

The Floor Area Ratio for commercial land use will
be as per the development plan provisions
for that size of plot.
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Road width Miximum admissible utilized in the layout. One time transfer of
commercial use additional Floor Area Ratio to another location
18 metres upto 2 percent of developed land prescribed shall pe permitted under Transferable
‘ Development Rights Scheme.
18 10 24 upto 5 percent of developed land

24 metres and  upto 10 percent of developed land

above.

(11) Parameters for Private Developers shall be as
follows :~—

(a) A private developer shall be acceptable as
individual or as joint venture or special
purpose vehicle for this project.

(b) The private developer should have a minimum
experience of 3 years in construction of
similar houses and should have
implemented a single housing project with
a minimum land area of 2 acres at one site.

(c) The cumulative capital of developer company
and its associate/joint venture company
should be equivalent to a minimum of 10
percent of the project cost but excluding
the cost of land.

(d) The developer must have a minimum land
admeasuring 5 acres in the town for which
the project is proposed for availing the
model 2 in clause 2 or shall have to furnish
a Bank guarantee for the project period
issued by any nationalized bank for the
amount equivalent to the cost of land to be
acquired.

(e) The developer must have a valid colonizer
licence issued by the local bodies as
applicable.

2. The Models of incentive available for implementation
of the project are detailed below :

MODEL-1.— The Madhay Pradesh Housing Board/
Development Authorities / local bodies shall
make a minimum provision of housing of 50
percent for Economically Weaker Section/Lower
Income Group and 20 percent for Middle Income
Group housing. The balance 30 percent developed
land can be developed as per the approved layout.

INCENTIVE.— An additional Floor Area Ratio of
0.15 times of the Floor Area Ratio of land under
Economically Weaker Section housing shall be
allowed. This additional Floor Area Ratio to be

MODEL-2.— The Private developer will use a
minimum of 40 percent of his own land for
construction of flats for Economically Weaker
Section and Lower Income Group. If private
developer wants, he can construct-upto 100% of
land for construction of Economically Weaker
Section / Lower Income Group flats.

INCENTIVE.— An additional Floor Area Ratio
of 0.25 times of the Floor Area Ratio of land

- under Economically Weaker Section housing
shall be allowed. This additional Floor Area Ratio
to be utilized in the layout. One time transfer of
additional Floor Area Ratio to another location
prescribed will be permitted under Transferable
Development Rights Scheme.

MODEL-3.— The developer can be provided with
Government land free of cost if applied for by
way of bid as per specified terms and conditions
for construction of dwelling units for
Economically Weaker Section / Lower Income
Group to be transferred free of cost to the
Government. The developer shall have to utilize
a minimum of 25 percent of residential land area
for construction of dwelling units for
Economically Weaker Section / Lower Income
Group.

MODEL-4.— In the event of ‘in-situ’ rehabilitation of
jhuggie dwellers and the developer provides
dwelling units for Economically Weaker Section
/ Lower Income Group to the Government, the
number of such units will be fixed on following
basis;—

(a) number of units to be rehabilitated, or
(b) number of dwelling units equivalent to the sale

price of Government land provided which
ever is more.

ENCENTIVE.—The developer shall utilize the balance
land as per approved lay out.”.
